Background:
Donate Life California is a private, non-profit entity created to administer the state-authorized organ and tissue donor registry dedicated to saving the lives of thousands of Californians awaiting life-saving transplants. Administered by California’s four nonprofit, federally designated organ and tissue recovery organizations (which facilitate the donation process in the state), the Donate Life California Donor Registry enables Californians to personally authorize the donation of organs and tissues after death. While the vast majority of designated donors enroll through the DMV when applying for or renewing their driver’s licenses or ID cards, residents can also enroll online or via paper forms issued by Donate Life California. As of August 2011, 8.5 million Californians have personally authorized their donation through the registry out of a national total approaching 100 million.
